     God loves common, simple praying from the least of His children.  He delights to 
answer the prayer, ―Help, Father!‖ But there is a difference between prayer and        

intercession until God’s agenda is accomplished.  The Spirit of Intercession initiates    
intercession, sets its duration and content, and pleads before the throne of God to     
interpret His will (Rom. 8:27). 
 

     God ―leans out of Heaven‖ to hear and answer radical prayers prayed by radically 
committed Christians.  Radical prayers are intense, passionate, immoderate, drastic, 
deep, fiery, and revolutionary.  So are radical Christians.  The times in which we now 

live are radically serious and will not be changed by so-so prayers prayed by lukewarm, 
passive, or compromised people.  Change can and WILL come through the                 
intercessions of Christians whose spirits are in a ―war mode‖, as was Messiah Jesus’ 

during His time on earth.  Our spiritual war mode rises up within us in the authority of 
Jesus’ Name, His Blood, His Word, and His Holy Spirit power against all that is unholy 
and attempts to exalt itself against the Most High God, His Son, Messiah Jesus and His 

Holy Spirit. 
 

     Intercession is more than something you do.  Intercession is something God does 

through you.  It ’ s not about a day of prayer.   It is about lifestyle of radical, on-going 

commitment to be available to Him and on assignment with Him in intercession.  It is a 
calling of discernment and identification.  It requires dedication of soul and spirit to  

discern the reality and truth of a situation and then to identify with GOD’S PURPOSES 
and pray the prayers that bring the two in line.  An intercessor discerns with the help of 
the Holy Spirit the needs involved and acts as a vessel to bring the promises and    

purposes of God to bear until GOD IS GLORIFIED. 
 

Intercession is a RADICAL WAY OF LIFE.  Radical intercession involves  

         radical submission to the will and timing of God  (Ps. 31:15a) 

         radical faith and trust (Mt. 21:22, 1 John 5:14-15) 

         radical worship privately and corporately (1 Chron. 16) 
         radical repentance and hunger for revival and  transformation (Acts 2:38-41) 

         radical spiritual warfare to advance His Kingdom on earth (Ps. 144:1,Eph. 6:11-12) 

               radical intimacy with God through daily communication with Him (Isa. 65:24)  

         and radical planting of the Word of God deep into our spirits to be available to 
the Spirit as His sword (Eph. 6:17b)
